1. DESCRIPTION AND PURPOSE OF THE EVENT

The project “DOORS - Developing Optimal and Open Research Support for the Black Sea” (grant agreement no. 101000518) is an EU H2020 - funded innovation action, whose goal is to develop a develop and implement an ecosystem-based framework for Blue Economy, inform policy development and implementation, and promote behavioural change towards sustainability.

In order to achieve this, DOORS will work closely with stakeholders and other projects and initiatives in the region, addressing research and infrastructure needs to close the knowledge gaps, and learn from the expertise of different Black Sea stakeholder groups including their knowledges, needs and aspirations in the process.

2. THE ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA USED TO ADMIT PARTICIPANTS INTO THE EVENT/STUDY.
You were selected and asked/invited to participate in this study because of your background and expertise with national or international environmental policies at the Black Sea. 4. Your Personal Data is processed in accordance with Regulation (EU) 679/2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data (GDPR).

Data gathered within the specific project activity will be only accessible to the DOORS Consortium members. Please be informed that DOORS Consortium involves partners from non-EU countries such as Georgia, Ukraine, Turkey and Russia. Additionally, data will be transferred only to the authorized staff within the relevant EU services of the European Commission when necessary.

7. CONSENT AND REFUSAL - Your participation in this event is entirely free and voluntary. You are free to withdraw from this event at any time, without having to justify your decision. 
By signing the consent box in the registration form or the Data Privacy statement, you agree that your data are processed for the specific purposes mentioned above. You can give your consent via a clear affirmative act by ticking the box(es) on the online registration form or  if the activity is a physical one, you can give your consent by signing the consent form that is attached to this privacy statement.
I hereby agree that the film, sound and photo recordings, as well as any contributions in written form such as but not limited to comments in the Q&A and chat-section of the online video call tool used in the workshop (“the material”), on which I or my contribution to the workshop may appear in sound and vision or in written form, including my personal data, may be used by the coordinator of the project for the purposes mentioned at section 5 above, in particular for non-commercial scientific purposes, for editorial purposes and for public relations purposes in print products, on websites and in social media.
